For you alone are the Holy One, you alone are the Lord, you alone are the Most High, Jesus Christ, 
with the Holy Spirit, in the glory of God the Father.

The Priest recalls the Last Supper and calls on God’s Holy Spirit to change the gifts of bread and wine into the body and 
blood of Christ. 
 
 

Great is the mystery of faith:

Praise to you, Lord Jesus: 

All Dying you destroyed our death, 
Rising you restored our life:

As the Eucharistic Prayer continues we recall the death and resurrection of Jesus, and plead his sacrifice before the 
Father.  The Prayer ends with a doxology and we give our acclamation:
